Meeting Minutes: December 1, 2008
Present: Jane Pollock, Elynor Wilson, Marie Welch, John Fulk, India Foy, Bob Thomas, Dawn Grant
Introductions were made.  John Fulk joins the group.  He is employed at MTW District Health Department (Martin-Tyrell-Washington) and works for Kathleen DeVore Jones, who participated in the Strategic Planning process.  He is a recent graduate of the MPH program at ECU.  

Marie Welch will be involved as much as she can.  She also Co-Chairs the Hospital Plan of Care Committee, but feels there are a lot of overlap and/or collaborative opportunities between our 2 sub-groups.

Review/Update from November 4 conference call:

List of CE opportunities/inventory was distributed to the group. 
Dawn enrolled in the Stroke Rapid Response, 2-hour module offered by the National Stroke Association via the AHEConnect on-line education platform.  She was allowed to take the course for free as a preview, and felt it was only appropriate for first responders/pre-hospital personnel.  Jane and Jeremy will preview it to see if it is too basic or too advanced for pre-hospital personnel.  If this 2-hour Pre-hospital module turns out to be satisfactory, we will not need to develop a new module, but rather promote this one.
For Hospital personnel, a 2-hour module will be developed based on Bob Thomas’ “wish list” and content that Marie Welch currently uses when she teaches for AHEC.  This content includes: types of stroke; anatomy and how it relates to signs & symptoms; patient education/discharge instructions; stroke mimics/differential diagnosis; the NIH Stroke Scale; and the EMS Tool Kit, including the LA Stroke Screen.  Marie will send Dawn her slides and patient education tool; Dawn will forward to the group.
New Business

India and Elynor have grant money budgeted to provide 4 ASLS courses in early 2009.  ASLS is a 7-hour course that AHEC can provide CEU for, and Bob Thomas can teach.  It can be done in 3 formats: 1) Pre-hospital focus; 2) Hospital focus, or 3) Combined. The Stroke Network would like to commit to always offering ASLS in a combined format for both Pre-hospital and Hospital personnel to promote communication and standardization among agencies and promote a seamless continuum of care.
Jane will review the Combined ASLS DVD that Bob provided to make certain it’s relevant to EMS before the first course is offered in 2009.  
Dawn will work with Elynor and India to secure locations and dates for the ASLS courses.
It was suggested that “county stroke teams” be invited to the next Stroke Network Meeting.  For example, a public health representative, a hospital representative, and an EMS representative from each member county would attend.  We will need the help of each current member to assist in getting this goal communicated in their circles of influence and recruit others to attend.

Marie would like to explore the possibility to work with regional hospitals to validate a swallowing screen for stroke patients currently being used at PCMH.  This discussion will be added to a future meeting agenda.
